Redirecting your mail before redeploying

CAMPARIFJAN, KUWAIT —-As
thefirst waveof unitsin Task
Force Ironhorse prepareto rede-
ploy, Soldiersshould begin consid-
ering how to get those extra
persond itemshomeviamall.
Enter the 3 Personnel Com-
mand, which oversees postal
operationsintheater. It hasissued
mail guidance proceduresto be
followed by Soldiers, mail clerks
and commandersto ensurethat
mail isproperly channeled.
“Itisonly common senseto
notify families, friendsand corre-
spondents prior to your redeploy-
ment to cease sending mail toyou,”
said Lt. Col. Robert Howard, 3¢
PERSCOM'’s postal operations
director. “ Themilitary mail system
will betaxed heavily duringthis
redeployment period. Onan
average, each Soldier redeploying

will bemailing out twotothree
persona packageshome. The
reductioninredirected mail will
only benefit theoverd| military mail
sysem.”

Howard explained that the same
standards apply to deploying
Soldiersentering the Operation
Iragi Freedom thesater.

Redeploying Soldiersneed to
complete and return two change of
addresscards (DA Form 3955),
which aresupplied by unit mail
clerksor at their personne offices.
Onecard stayswith or goestothe
sarvicingmail clerk, and onegoes
totheservicing Army Post Office,
or APO.

Soldiersshould asonotify all
correspondents—family, friends,
financid indtitutions, periodica
mailersetc. —to stop sending mail
into theater at least 15 days—
preferably 30 days—beforethelr

projected move date when units
movefrom base campto their
redeployment sites. Soldierswill
not be abletoreceivemail at the
sites; however, postal serviceswill
beavailableto send mail.

Unit commandersshouldinform
home station mailroomsto stop
forwarding mail to thetheater APO
for redeploying troopsand instead
hold mail until the Soldier arrives.

advanced divisonintheArmy up and running.

Thecrew at Generd Dynamicsworksclosely with
the4" Infantry Divison'ssigna battalionsto ensure
that the unit’ stelecommunicationssystemisouitfitted
and operational.

“We cameover to support thesigna unitsof the
infantry division,” said im Campbell, thecompany’s
sitemanager, whoisfrom Killeen, Texas. “Wecan
repair al of themobile subscriber equipment, andthe
common hardware equipment.”

The Needham, Mass.-based company oversees
the mobile subscriber network, whichisthe backbone
of thedivison’ssigna units. Thenetwork includes
signd dishes, towersand radios. General Dynamics
alsoisadept at trouble-shooting computer systems,
routers, and awidevariety of other electronic gear
that keepsthe division mission-capable.

“(Our repairs) keep their downtimeto aminimum
and givethem moretimeto do other missions,”
Campbd| said.

Genera Dynamicsregularly workswith 41D at Fort
Hood, Texas. Sometechnicians accompanied the
divisontowhenit deployedtolraginApril.

“Wed ready had arel ationship established with the
division having worked with themin Fort Hood,”
Campbd| said.

Thecontractorswork hand in hand with the 124™
Signal Battalion and coordinatetheir work withthe
sgnd technicians.

“Wehavetworepair facilitiesin Irag, onein Tikrit
and onein Baghdad,” Campbell said. “ Thewhole
facility in Tikrit camefrom Fort Hood.”

Soldiersmust follow restricted mail guidelineswhen
mailing specificitems. Objectssuch asexpended/
unexpended explosives, certain war souvenirs, and
ammunitionareforbidden. Military equipment suchas
rucksacksand duffel bagsare also prohibited.

Themaximumsizeand weight for mailingis 70
poundsand 138inchescombined length and girth.
When mailingtoan APO address, individuas
shouldn’tincludethe country name, such asGermany
or [taly.
