Donation to Baghdad R&R site is music

BAGHDAD, Iraq — When Brian Freshley
was 18 months old he picked up a toy
tennis racket and tried to play it like a
violin, using a plastic golf club as a bow.

Amused, his maternal grandmother
gave him a violin that once belonged to
his grandfather, a World War Il veteran.
His parents had the violin restored and
put it away in a closet until Brian was old
enough to play it.

But Brian, a native of Kennewick,
Wash., never got the chance to grow into
his grandfather’s violin. Instead, the 11-
year old Boy Scout decided he wanted to
donate it to deployed service members.

Now his grandfather’s violin is just
one of several musical instruments
available at Freedom Rest, an R&R
facility in Baghdad, where Task Force 1st
Armored Division Soldiers—the majority
of whom have been deployed for over a
year—can go to get away from the fight
for a few days.

“It was nice to play music and think
about something else for a little while,”
said Spc. Everett Gaston, a light-wheeled
mechanic with Headquarters and
Headquarters Company, TF 1AD, who

recently visited Freedom Rest. “It means
a lot to us that there are people in the
United States that want to help Soldiers
out here.”

The idea to send musical equipment
to Soldiers started with Dave and Karen
Carpenter, also Kennewick natives and
owners of Kennewick’s Music Machine, a
retail music store.

“We have many customers,
employees, and friends in the Armed
Forces and we wanted to give a little
back,” the Carpenters said. “When you
think about the sacrifices and
commitment the troops make for us to be
able to live our lives the way we do, it
makes you want to help in some way,
even if it is small in comparison.”

The Carpenters contacted a local
radio station and shared their idea. The
radio station then contacted Jan Sass, a
volunteer with “U.S. Troop Care
Package,” an organization that sends
care packages to deployed service
members.

“Dave and Connie Carpenter wanted
to send a guitar to a (Washington)
Soldier,” said Sass. “I suggested that the
equipment be sent to Freedom Rest for

two reasons: Soldiers wouldn't be able to
drag around musical equipment while
fighting a war and more Soldiers would
have access to the equipment in an R&R
facility.”

The Carpenters agreed with Sass
and a plan was born. While Sass figured
out how the organization would get the
equipment to Baghdad, the radio station
immediately began to ask for financial
donations to pay the $600 shipping
costs.

It didn’t take long for the community
to respond; within weeks enough
donations had been dropped off at Music
Machine, the radio station and U.S.
Troop Care Package to send the
equipment overseas.

On Dec. 24, 2003 Brian’s violin, along
with an electric guitar, a bass guitar, a
drum set, amplifiers and microphones
donated by the Carpenters, was sent to
Freedom Rest.

“I think my grandfather would like the
Soldiers to be able to play his violin and
feel better,” Brian said. “| feel proud to be
able to send my violin to Irag and help
the Soldiers. “We read an article about a
Juilliard School violinist who played for
hours for the rescuers at the Twin
Towers. It said music helped the firemen
and policemen. | was hoping my violin
could help the Soldiers.”

U.S. Election: The

video game

LOS ANGELES (Reuters) - The typical
video game calls for shooting aliens, racing
cars and beating enemies into submission,
but publisher Ubi Soft Entertainment has
decided gamers may also enjoy stumping
for votes at a nursing home somewhere in
Ohio.

The company said on Wednesday it has
signed a deal to publish "The Political
Machine," a new game for PCs that puts
players in control of the 2004 presidential
campaigns of either incumbent President
Bush or Democratic challenger, Sen. John
Kerry. Players will also have the option of
creating their own Republican or
Democratic candidate or managing the
campaign of a historical figure like Ronald
Reagan or Franklin Roosevelt.

The game will allow players to raise
funds, barnstorm for votes and join
candidate debates.

"We figured it would be kind of fun to be
able to go around the country and try to
take out ads, debate on the issues that are
out there ... and see how different
candidates played up against each other,"
Brad Wardell, the game's designer told
Reuters.

Most of the game's demographic data is
gathered from the U.S. Census, and
candidates rise in the polls by appealing to
states on the issues judged most important
to them.

That will require players to finesse their
message to gain the backing of special
interest groups and get the most states
possible on board with their candidate,
Wardell said.

And while the game is clearly fallible as
a predictive tool, Wardell said it offered
some insight into real life politics.

"According to our model, Kerry should
pick Gephardt as his VP," he said, referring
to Missouri Rep. Richard Gephardt, who he
said could deliver states like lowa and
Missouri.

So what about the outcome in
November? "Right now, according to the
model, Bush is going to lose by quite a bit,"
Wardell said.

Task Force 1°' Armored Division
is running an Army Emergency
Relief campaign through June 25 to
heighten Soldiers’ awareness of the
program.

Through the donations this
private nonprofit organization
provides assistance to active duty
Soldiers, retirees and family
members.

“This is the Army’s own
organization that’s sole mission is to
help soldiers and their dependents,”
said Capt. Allison Morgan, TF 1AD
AER campaign manager. “It
provides assistance ... in
emergency or hardship situations.”

AER provides assistance for
food, rent or utilities; emergency
transportation and vebhicle repair;
funeral expenses; medical and
dental expenses; and personal
needs when pay is delayed or
stolen; as well as gives
undergraduate-level education
scholarships, based primarily on
financial need, to children of
soldiers.

Though units around the Army
only hold one campaign a year,
Soldiers can make donations at any
time, noted Morgan.

The goal with the task force’s
campaign is 100 percent contact —
meaning every soldier is given the
opportunity to donate. This is done
through unit and section campaign
representatives. Soldiers can donate
via cash check or allotment and 97
cents out of every dollar goes to the
funds.

“You don’t have to be a
contributor to take advantage of the
assistance,” Morgan said, adding,
“(But) even if you never need it
you're still helping other Soldiers.”
